Attendance

Tardy
Lower School studentsiust report to the school office upon late arrival to campus. After three late arrivals, the parent will need to
conference with the school in order to determine the best method to correct repeated tardies.

Upper School students arriving late to clasf i counted tardy; three unexcused tardies will be counted as 1 day absent. If an
Upper School student misses more than 15 minutes of any @tadading trips to the clini¢he/she will be counted absent and will
not receive credit for attendance.

3. COSTS

Day ¢Field trips may be funded through a variety of sources: school budget, grants and contributions from outside the schoo
budget, parenteacher organization support, and parent contributio@ft shop or souvenir purchases should be discouraged.

Overnight¢Trip organizers will suggest amounts students need for food and miscellaneous items. Amounts for gift shop an
souvenir purchases will be at parent discretion. Ample notification will be given to parents regarding overnight tripsssodtats
themseles can contribute to defraying their own expenses, €. g. , earning money with summer, weekend, asdhaftdijobs.

NO student shall be denied access to any class trip due to financial restraints. A class trip is one in which the enigre clas
participating during a school day; not including overnight or special elective tripsases of need, parents should contact the
principal, or teacher, and monies will be made available.

4. SUPERVISION / PARENT PARTICIPATION

Number of Chaperones:

Criteria to beconsidered in determining the number of chaperones needed are, for example, the age of the students, distance to be
traveled, nature of the field trip activities, and safety requirements. At least one adult chaperone must be availablall® han
emergenciesor other matters that develop and must not be assigned a group of students without another adult who could take
charge of the group if necessary.

Designated Driver:

The principal, in consultation with the teacher/ teachers planning a field trip, dletédirmine whether or not a designated driver
shall travel by separate private vehicle in order to provide for transportation of student(s) should an emergency arise or, f
example, should a student be lost, thereby permitting the remainder of the groypdceed as scheduled.

Parent Drivers:

While the Academy will suggest that students be allowed to travel in assigned transportation to class activities, paraksmay
transport their own child. If a parent elects to transport their own child oagsctrip, other students not traveling with their own
parents will be required to travel on school selected transportation or school assigned driver.

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Tuition, Fees, and Activity Costs

LCA relies on tuition and fees to cover the costs for providing students with an excellent education. Detailed infornttion an
payment schedules are fully described in each annual Tuition and Feeuched on your Enrollment Agreement.

Facts Tuition Management

Monthly tuition installments are collected by a third party, FACTS Tuition Management, on behalf of LCA. Once colléted on t
either the 8" or the 20" of each month, FACTS then deposits the payments into the general operating account.

Each family is responsible for enrolling and providing their draft information to FACTS within 30 days of signing anllbh@htEnro
Agreement.

If a tuition payment ignsufficient due to funds not being available or trouble with a bank account, FACTS will attempt to collect a
total of 3 times and then turn over to LCA for collection. This is at the 30 day mark.

For example, if a payment originate date is tHe d&d the payment is returned, FACTS will attempt on th& @0the month and
then again on the % of the following month and if not successful, turn over to LCA. The Business Office is monitoring the callectior
process during these failed attempts.

Refund of Tuition and Fees

At LCA, all tuition and othdeesare based upon an estimated cost of providing the services of the school to all students enrolled.
When you enroll your child, we execute the enrollment agreement, indicating that we have reservedeaf@pgour child. When

you execute the agreement, you pledge to LCA that you will pay the costs indicated in order that we may meet the budget of th
school. We employ staff and teachers in accordance with the number of students enrolled and must pasntiptmeed whether or

not a student withdraws.

All tuition and fees are neither refundable nor transferalifeyou find it necessary to withdraw your child after enrollment, please
contact theAdmission®ffice as soon as possible.

Past-Due Account Policy
1. Any family whose tuition account is not settled within 30 days of a scheduled tuition payment is congesteldie.

2. 30days past due:

LCA Business Office will contact a family to arrange payment of tuition. The family will need to propose fat pégmi@
LCA.

At 30 days past due, the LCA business office will attempt to contact the past due family to notify them of the delinquent
account. The natification will induce: (1) disabling family Renweb account; and (2) if they cannot settle the pcstodur
immediately, then an amended payment plan will need to be developed and agreed upon.

On a 30 day past due account, the business office has the authority to accept the terms of the amended payment plan ¢
agree to a readjusted payment policy.

3. 60 days past due:
If a family account falls 60 days past due, and the family has made no progress on the accepted 30 day plan, the busine

office will contact the family and require a revised payment plan. At this point, the revised plan will be disttibtked
finance committee of the LCA Board to either: (1) approve; (2) modify; or (3) reject the proposed payment plan.

Eligibility for Extra-Curricular Activities

A student in grades-I2 can lose eligibility for extreurricular activities, including athletics, art, band, choir, drama, musical,
Worship Team and Student Council, if he or she is on Academic or Disciplinary Pralasodeemed academically ineligible.
Eligibility is handled as follows:

1. A student must be academically eligible to participate in athletics. A student is ineligible when he or she has one grad

average or more below 700 tryout, a student must have ®or above in all core classes.

2. Eligibility is reviewed every three weeks. If a student is deemed ineligible he or she may practice but will not be allowed t

compete or participate in athletic contests or extarricular performances.

3. The students gradewill be monitored weekly and the student may become eligible if his or her grades become passing in

the class(es) he or she was failing.

4. A studentmay have the opportunity continue participation if they are failing only one class. The studiive moritored,

but may still be eligible to play for a period of one we&his occurrence will be exercised at the discretion of the
principal.

5. A student who receives a suspension from school will be unable to participate in anycexiular contest or
performance until evaluated by the Administration. Approval from the School Administrator will be required in order to
resume participation.

The student must be in schofar four (4) consecutive houren the day of the athletic contest in order to participate.
Students and parents must read and sign the TAPPS rules and eligibility form.
